Near Xanthi's town center, tobacco stores are well preserved. They are samples
of architecture of the nineteenth century industrial buildings. They are also the
focal point of the city’s economic prosperity in the end of nineteenth century. One
of the stores accommodates the Foundation and Thracian Academy of Arts and
Tradition that was founded in 1998. It hosts exhibitions, lecture, seminars and
courses of distinguished scientists and artists. It forms a spark for contemporary
Thracian artists and provides workshops for high level specialization for youth.
The architectural composition of tobacco stores, shaped in Greek letter p is an
architectural jewel. It was created in 1980. lts north side was conceded to the
Foundation and Academy. Another tobacco store hosts the Municipal Center for
Elderly People. The prefecture of Xanthi while trying to develop these buildings,
undertook the foundation, preservation and renovation of the Tobacco Museum
in a tobacco store.

churches & monasteries in Xanthi

Churches and monasteries are a sacred pride. Religion,
history and architecture together. The metropolitan
church of St. Prodromos, with three aisles, which was
built in 1839 and renovated in 1995-6, is the soul and
spirit of the Old Town. As a keeper of the Old Town
with a hospitable square, it invites the passage to light
a candle. The church of the Blessed Archangels - with
three aisles also- is the oldest temple of the structure and
it was founded in 1834. The embroidered portrait is an
important part of the temple of St Michael (1839). The
church of the Standing Hymn -with iree aisles- survived
from earthquakes and fires which took place since 1861.
The portrait of Virgin Mary that was created in sixteenth
century has great historical and religious importance. The
church of St. George -with tree aisles- was completed in
1835. You should not miss the painting of crossed Jesus
made by Photis Kontoglou and the sculpture of Sleeping
Eftalia (1866). In 1838, St. Vlasios’ church was built with
three aisles and its paintings were made by Athonites
hagiographers before the construction of the church.

The three monasteries seem like three castles of religious tradition and
culture. They are silent cities of sanctity, sacred places that treasured history.
The convent of Virgin Mary Archangeliotisa or Samakoviani or Halkiotisa, was
established before 1829’s earthquakes that destroyed a big part of it. In 1841
it was renovated. It hosts a church museum with significant portable icons. The
Blessed Archangels’ monastery was founded in nineteenth century. The portable
icon of Virgin Mary Kalamiotisa is also interesting. Based on traditional stories, it
is known that these three monasteries and the church of St. Nicolas in Porto Lagos
seem to shape a cross at the map. They are protecting Xanthi from disasters.
When searching for mental uplift, visit Xanthi’s monasteries.
