About one hundred and fifty of the two hundred and
three species of birds of the area are residing at these passes and
scattering their melodies enriching the fauna for the sightseer. The
karstic bottoms are demonstrating their identity through the riverside
woods. The new visitors should not be juggled and bring musical in-
struments. Birds will get angry, because in their endless concert no
human participation is allowed, only the listener’s one.

Someone should visit the Halil's watermill - one of the few that exists- to
enjoy walking or drives with 4x4 jeep, to taste the local flavours - meat of lo-
cal production, the fresh trouts, salads with wild greens in clerical tap rooms
with an exciting view. The smell of the traveler will get him drunk from thyme
and oregano, wild flowers and many herbs.

Good looking with pretty faces,
familiar and hospitable. If you are very lucky, you will attend a traditional
wedding. Music, dance and customs, surrounded by traditional architecture
and the mosque are waving at you, implying that the meaning of life is re-
spect of difference.

Its extent is 42.000 and it is one of the most fundamental water containers
of the Rhodope mountain. How do waters become brackish? Three channels of communication,
at Porto Lagos’ point take care of this. The brackish water leads to the diversity of environmental
conditions and it becomes a pole of atiraction for various species of fauna and the reason also
for a special growth of fauna.

It is a hospitable post for the birds’ emigrations that cross the country, a post for reproduction
and a winter shelter for others!
